3. Preset points can be selected from Action in Event Setting page, Patrol. The network
camera can also be configured to return to the Home position when the camera has
been inactive for a specified length of time. Enter the length of time in the field Return
to home when idle and click on Apply. Setting the time to zero prevents the camera

viewing parts of the monitored area. Up to sixteen privacy masks can be used. The

Privacy Mask List shows all the masks that are currently configured in the network camera

and if they are enabled.
